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The digital TV switchover and houses

TV in the UK is going digital and the existing analogue TV signal will be switched off transmitter group by transmitter group between now and 2012. Switchover will happen here in 20xx

Many of our tenants who live in houses and bungalows will be responsible for any works to their TV aerial. This means that if there is any problem with it or it needs replacing, then this will be down to the tenant. To check if this applies to you look at your tenancy agreement or in your handbook.  

Most rooftop and some set top aerials will continue to work after switchover.  As a rule of thumb, if you are getting a good analogue picture now, it is likely that you will get a good picture after switchover. To check the condition of your aerial, visit Teletext page 284 where a test shows your aerial strength.

If you think you need to repair or replace your aerial, look for an installer with the ‘digital tick’ it means they have been security checked. Only Registered Digital Installers (RDI) are permitted to use the ‘digital tick’ logo. If you can’t fine one, look for someone with an associate RDI, CAI Plus or IDSC status, or ask your local electrical retailer.
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Installation of a standard new roof top aerial is likely to cost £60- £180. Additional socket costs around £45.

Switchover will make Freeview television channels available across the UK. You can check what services are available where you live now and will be available after switchover by going to the postcode checker at digitaluk.co.uk.

If you want to have satellite services, you will need to get our permission before you put a satellite dish on your house. We will usually agree but we will want to be sure that it will be properly fitted and won’t damage the property.   

Remember that if you are getting a good picture now, you should be able to get a good picture after switchover and don’t need to worry about your aerial. But if you do need to get your aerial replaced, do get it done properly by someone who knows what they are doing!  
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
